We are invited, by these devotions, to explore the many ways Lent can 
minister to, grow, and engage us with a deeper understandin g of who God is to us. Take 
a devotion al and share in this journey with us.  

Lenten series on Wednesdays of Lent  –  Matthew’s Gospel: Healing, parables, & 
storytelling : Matthew’s Gospel  has a deep desire to show us that Jesus healed through 
exorcising demons, touching and blessing the sick and needy. Jesus’ teaching through 
parable is a form of healing, too. Jesus minsters to us and 
grows us as His disciples by deepening our understanding of 
who He is and how He saves us. Continuing through the four 
succeeding Wednesdays  (March 4 th, 11th, 18th, and 25 th), all are 
invited to explore a portion of Jesus’ witness in the Gospel of 
Matthew. With our intern, Lee  Febos, Fr.  George lead s any curious about Christ’s power 
to heal and teach, beginning with an overview of Chapter  8 in the Gospel of Mat thew, in 
which Jesus heals, teaches, and exorcizes demons. We begin each night with soup 
and salad at 5:30 pm, and then continue until around 7  pm  with conversation, 
questions, and perhaps a new perspective on Matthew.

Stations of the Cross. Join us on Fridays of Lent  at 5:30 pm,  for an 
exploration of the ancient form of prayer and worship known as The Stations 
of the Cross. The Stations were said in the medieval world when a pilgrim 
could not journey to Jerusalem to walk the way of Jesus, the Stations of the 
Cross. We will gather  each Friday in Lent to pray a beautiful set of prayers 
combining “The Stations of the Cross” found in the St. Augustine Prayer Book 
and a beautiful poem written for our Stations by Dianne Antos . We use, as our focus of 
prayer, 14+ beautiful stations done in various art mediums by members of our own 
parish. If you have never experience d this time of beauty, repentance, prayer, and grace 
–  or if you have come in the last two years we have held this time as sacred –  join us 
and be blessed.

Season of Repentance and Renewal  by Esau McCaulley as our guide through our 
Sundays of study (March 1 st, 8 th, and ending the 22nd).

+ Adjust the volume o n the hearing aid device (each device comes with simple 
instructions ).
