I was blown away by the sheer beauty of the film, set off the coast of 
the Western Cape in South Africa. The film chronicles a documentary 
filmmaker (Craig  Foster) who is struggling in all of his human 
relationships –  including with his wife and adolescent son –  and has 
even lost his zest for filmmaking. He begins to free -dive off the coast 
where he has a family home and encounters an octopus, animals 
who are  notoriously shy. Over the course of week and months, the 
two creatures –  human and invertebrate –  begin to form a bond that 
begins, amazingly, to transform Craig’s life. The film taps into this 
sense of grace that I hope we can focus on in the coming year . The 
film is not a religious one, but there are currents of grace flowing freely and powerfully 
all through it. The film is a spare 1 hour, 25 minutes. Join us for the movie at 6:30 pm in 
the parish hall. Bring dinner for yourself if you’d like and we will have  drinks, popcorn, 
and dessert available. The film is appropriate for all ages; please feel free to bring a 
friend or neighbor.
